About the Foundation
Russian Silhouette Charity Foundation was created in 1997 with the aim of supporting Russian fashion designers and keeping national cultural traditions. In 1999,  the foundation started an International contest of the same name of young fashion designers, which already in the first year of it's being was included into governmental programme of especially important initiatives of national scale. In these years Russian Silhouette not only realized outlined plans, but also significantly expanded its incidence by asserting oneself as an influential European programme.
Council of trustees
The Foundation is a nonprofit organization, headed by Tatiana Mikhalkova, corresponding member of the Russian Academy of Arts. 
The founder of Russian Silhouette is Alexander Mitroshenkov, the President of Transcontinental MediaCompany. Semi-finals
A wide network of Russian Silhouette representative offices covers the cities of Baku, Bishkek, Blagoveshchensk, Vladivostok, Vologda, Voronezh, Yekaterinburg, Erevan, Ivanovo, Kiev, Krasnodar, Krasnoyarsk, Kursk, Makhachkala, Minsk, Moscow, Novosibirsk, Omsk, Rostov-on-Don, Samara, Saint-Petersburg, Sochi, Togliatti, Tyumen, Chelyabinsk, Shahty, Yakutsk, Yaroslavl. More than five thousand designers take part in elimination rounds of the contest. Winners are invited to Moscow to the final gala-show.
Gala-show
The final of the contest, which takes place in Moscow's Gostiny Dvor, is one of the biggest European events in terms of arrangement level and its worldwideness. The gala-show of Russian Silhouette includes 70 young fashion designers, 150 models, 2000 guests – among them the representatives of fashion community and business elite. Freedom of the creative work, implementation of the most courageous ideas, rousing music – all of it makes this event really impressive and unforgettable. Reports about the final round of the contest in Moscow are broadcast by the main Russian TV channels, signifying range and grandiose of this event.
